Meeting opened at 7.43pm

01/2025 Election of Chair
Mr Marsh nominated Dr Khaliq to be Chair, Mr Key seconded the proposal, Dr Khaliq accepted the position of Chair.
02/2025 Election of Vice Chair
Mr Key nominated Mr Walker to be Vice Chair, Mr Marsh seconded the proposal, Mr Walker accepted the position of Vice Chair.
03/2025 Acceptance of Office for all Councillors.
All Councillors accepted their positions on the Parish Council, it was an uncontested election, and it was noted that due to Mr Birtles moving away, there was now a position available for a new Councillor. The position of availability is to be advertised.
04/2025 Resolution to approve apologies for absence.
There were no absences.
05/2025 Members declaration of interest for items on the agenda.
Mr Walker declared an interest in item 09/2025 as he lives next door to the area in question.
06/2025 Signing of the agenda dated 15/05/2025.
This was signed by Dr Khaliq.
07/2025 Approval and signing of the minutes from the meeting held 16/10/2024.
The minutes were agreed by resolution and signed by Dr Khaliq.
At this point the meeting was adjourned for questions/comments from Parishioners. 
08/2025 Vacancy for Parish Councillor
The position is to be advertised.
09/2025 Village improvements.
The area around the garages, next to the land owned by the Parish Council, which is new to improved soon with the addition of the Village Sign, is to be considered to be improved also. The Village Sign is to be ordered and a final quote to be obtained. A new fence was suggested and a quote is to be obtained for this. Numerous attempts have been made to contact the owners of the garages as it appears the roof has collapsed on one of them and they appear unsightly with their different coloured doors. 
A new bench is to be purchased for the crossroads as the old one is damaged. 
The telephone box needs cleaning and painting, Mr Key offered to contact Open Reach to organise this.
10/2025 Annual Village Meeting
We will try to organise a date in June when people are available to attend and give their reports.
11/2025 Planning Update.
It was noted that The Mayo’s had received planning permission for the barn conversions and new builds but it comes with a lot of conditions.
12/2025 Update on Audit
The audit has been signed off. It was noted by the external auditor that the fixed assets should be listed in future.
13/2025 Financial Update
It was noted that the Parish Council have £22387.70 in the Metro current account.
There is approximately just over £1000 in the NS&I Investment account. Numerous telephone calls have been made to NS&I with regards to closing this account and opening a Metro savings account. Unfortunately, it is unknown if there are any more signatories other than Mr Key and NS&I were unable to clarify if the account needs single or multiple signatories. It appears to be an account that is not suitable for a Parish Council. The Parish Council tonight voted and approved a resolution for Mr Key (as a known signatory) to write to NS&I and to request a cheque for the balance to be made payable to Maidford Parish Council, so we are able to transfer the money to the Metro account and then to open a savings account with a more favourable interest rate.
