3/17/356	Approve Contract for Acting Clerk Mrs Jayne Madeley – the contract was accepted by all councillors present and signed by the Chair.

3/17/357	Appoint a committee to appoint new clerk. 

a. appoint at least 3 Parish Councillors – It was decided that all councillors present would form the committee.

b. Decide interview date, times and venue – Venue will be Little Wenlock Village Hall.  Date and times to be confirmed with availability of candidates.

c. Agree Terms of reference for the committee. – It was agreed to follow the previous terms of reference for interviewing last time.

3/17/368	Highways Update:

0. Update: road erosion between Willowmoor and the Hatch Lane  - an email was received from Matt Powell and he stated he doesn’t have a date for the repair – but it will be dealt with as part of the capital program – patching will be done during 2017.                         
0. Quiet Lane update – Signs have now been installed and the project has been completed.
c.     Huntington lane missing drain cover replaced – task now completed.
0. Fly Tipping 3rd May – (Cllr Alan Lees to update) – no update as yet – still waiting for the case to be heard.
0.     Witchwell lane, millers land Bridleway update from AC TWC – no update received.  Action: - Clerk to contact AC to complete stoning on bridleway section near swan pool.
0.      Lighting New Works any update on faulty light: Cllr A Lees – no update received.  Last email from A Lees sent March 6th – no further information received.
0.      Matt Powell Speed report – the council are still looking in to this and will further analyse the results later in the year.
0.      Damaged litter bin Spout Lane – the bin is now rusting through at the bottom and is very unstable.  It was resolved to ask Telford and Wrekin council to replace the damaged bin and to reposition it a few feet further down Spout Lane.  Action:  Clerk to liaise with councillor Hutchison to confirm new location.

0.      Any other highway issues to discuss – Councillor Drakeley reported that the problem with the well at the top of Malthouse bank – by Lady’s well.  It appears that the water is coming up through the road and not from the ditch – which would indicate a broken drain or water pipe.  Action:  clerk to report to Severn Trent water.

Also Councillor Drakeley reported that the speed signs at New Works are in a very poor state and are not stable and therefore dangerous.  Action:  clerk to request replacement signs from Telford and Wrekin.

Councillor Hutchison reported that now that the car park at the coal restoration site at New Works is open – there is now a need for a litter/dog bin to be installed as there is evidence of rubbish and dog mess bags being left.  It was resolved to ask Telford and Wrekin council to install 2 bins – one at the car park and one on the verge near to New Works Farm.  Action:  clerk to contact Councillor Hutchison to confirm exact location.
