To determine a response to the Electoral Review of Hampshire

The Local Government Boundary Commission had formally started a review of Hampshire County
Council and views were being sought on future electoral division boundaries for the Council with the
aim of delivering electoral equality for voters across the County.

Initial views expressed supported a change where Borough and Parish wards were split to making
them co-terminous. This and any other views would be discussed further at the next F&GP
Committee meeting before a response was made.

ClIr Harris commented that the underlying financial problems experienced by the BCA were easing,
that a playground inspection was due and that HCC were to review the premises in the near future.
First Wessex young volunteers would soon complete some renovation work on the building under
supervision and from the recent Southampton Airport Consultative Committee meeting he had
attended he reported that passenger numbers were increasing with minimal increase in flights. There
were no known complaints from Bishopstoke residents.

CllIr Parkinson-MacLachlan reported on a meeting she had attended with Cllrs Harris, Mignot and
Thornton and the Clerk hosted by First Wessex who had identified parts of Bishopstoke as deprived
areas and were set on doing something about this. The initial step was to circulate a questionnaire
seeking personal views on community needs and shortfalls and then devise an action plan to alleviate
problems. The Clerk raised the prospect of combining our Neighbourhood Plan questionnaire with
that of First Wessex since many of the questions to be asked were similar and it was agreed this
should be explored further. It was also noted that it would make sense if there was a Carnival tent for
the Parish Council, the Neighbourhood Plan working group and First Wessex’s community spirit
representatives to engage with the community at this event; this was agreed. Cllr Parkinson-
