3. POLICE REPORT: None present
4. MINUTES OF  MEETING HELD 11TH OCTOBER 2016 agreed and signed as a true record.
5. MATTERS ARISING : 
Willows Play Area, meeting requested by Durham C.C. attended by Joy Orr Planning Dept, Brian Harris Conservation Officer DCC

The meeting had been requested by DCC to ascertain the views of the Parish Council on the proposed building of a wall by H. Pants. 

The Parish Council outlined their position on the park , as it belongs to DCC and will always be a park it was up to DCC to maintain the park , not Wolsingham P.C. It was agreed that no wall would be built and that the grass and vegetation in the park would be maintained by DCC. Recently two additional areas to the water front had been fenced off on Health & Safety Issues. County Councillors Mrs. A. Savory & John Shuttleworth to be made aware of the discussions and it is for them to see that the necessary work is carried out.
The meeting was also informed of an area of knotweed on the river bank which needed attention.

The Chair reported on the recent PACT meeting held 26th October, it was attended by himself and a PCSO.The next meeting is planned for 23rd November at St. Thomas’s Church Hall Stanhope. When the idea of having a Weardale PACT meeting was being discussed it was intimated that the police would make transport available and that t hey would publicise the meetings, neither of which had happened . Clerk to write to Sgt. Simon Rogers and Inspector Kevin Tuck and enquire why this had not happened.

Cllr. Pattison who had been the coordinator of the Neighbourhood Watch had relocated to Corbridge and passed over the file of the Neighbourhood Watch minutes etc. This was laid on  the table.

6. CORRESPONDENCE:
DCC Public Consultation  Public Space Protection Order for Dog Control.
7. RECREATION GROUND: Request by Mrs. Raymond 12, Mill Race for works to sycamore tree.

The clerk had met with Hamsterley Tree Surgeons to discuss the trees and they recommended T2 raising the crown to 3 metres and thinning of 9 branches , 4 overhanging the car park & 5 overhanging the garden 

T1 raising the crown to 3 metres.. Subsequent to this meeting the clerk met with Mr. Mrs. Raymond and outlined the proposal subject to planning approval and they agreed to meet the cost of the work. Agreed to apply for planning permission to have the works carried out.
Hamsterley Tree Surgeons also inspected the memorial copper beech tree and recommended raising the crown to 3 metres and a 20% thinning, of all the copper beech trees

( 16 in total) especially overhanging branches in the children’s play area. This work subject to approval would be scheduled for February /March . Agreed for the works to be carried out at the cost stated and to apply for planning permission.
Bowling Green some work needs to be undertaken on the wooden boundary stone & paving 

Three estimates have been obtained, the cheapest and preferred quotation , can this amount be placed in the budget / precept for 2017/18. Work can be done February /March . Once done the bowls club can open for the new season. Upon being requested to do so, the clerk passed the quotations around for perusal. Upon a vote being taken  it was agreed to draw up a specification of required work and to place out to tender and advertise in Weardale Gazette for suitable contractors. Cllr. Bell requested that his name be recorded as not being in agreement. 

Weardale Area Action Partnership have been contacted to have a skate park in Wolsingham Recreation Ground. Initial estimates put the park cost at £90K of which £50k would be forthcoming from WAAP the rest from fundraising and Wolsingham Parish Council.

Parish Council views are sought on this , planning approval would need to be addressed 
Before proceeding with this venture questions needed to be addressed as to location, recreation ground, willows, Wolsingham School may want it , contact the Head Master Lee Elliott, for the school’s views on the project. What would the final; costs be?
Following the arrival of travellers to the recreation ground in September and the subsequent comments received on the subject matter, with every likelihood they may well return in subsequent years, The following plan needs consideration for budget/precept proposals.

The gap between the ST. Anne’s building and Mill race wall  is 24 feet , install a lockable vehicular wooden gate 14ft wide and a pedestrian gate  and post and rail any remaining gaps , This can be locked when required , still allowing pedestrian access.

A similar gap of 23 ft. exists at the end of the bowling green and the play area , propose to have similar arrangement , then when show folk leaving,  this gate can be locked before exiting through the metal gate. A fail safe system?? Simon Makepeace is preparing quotations for this. Agreed to place a sum of money  in the  budget / precept for 2017/18

10. TOWN HALL:  Moorview Windows , the manufacturer of the wooden windows , the conservation officer DCC  met at the Town Hall and agreed the way forward and final measurements have been taken ready for manufacture.
Correspondence has been received regarding the projector and cinema equipment , as to when it will be operational and the possibility of a Wolsingham Diary of events as two recent food events had coincided on the same day.

GV Multi Media visited the Town Hall Friday 28th October and tested the system , projector  & cables were found to be working albeit there was  some  ghosting” on some print.

A quotation will be submitted to correct this and a proposal  to build a more user friendly, stand alone, connection box using HDMI portals. For lap top users. Agreed for the works to be carried out.
Air Conditioning quotes awaited , can a sum of money be considered for budget/precept inclusion, agreed.

As to the Wolsingham Diary  , there is already a Weardale Diary prepared by WAAP  . all Wolsingham info. Needs to be fed into this Diary. 

Clock  An engineer has attended the site and taken the necessary measurements and liaised with the electrician as to what is needed and who will do what, awaiting date for fixing.The clock face to be numbered 1 – 12. Agreed.

12. ANGATE STREET TOILETS : Another incident of cooking oil being poured in the toilets hads occurred, empty bottle given to police for forensic tests.
13. DEMESNE MILL:  Some low hanging branches needed to be lopped so that the local farmer can access the field and use the road, more effectively.
14. THORNLEY WOOD : The proposed planting date of 19th November has been postponed until the weather turns colder , trees have not become dormant.

A site meeting with Simon Makepeace has taken place to determine the length of fencing to be replaced ( 166 metres) and to outline the area needed  for car parking . Quotations are awaited.

No planning consent is needed albeit the car park and crossing of highway verge has to meet DCC specification and Simon Makepeace is an accredited contractor with DCC for this type of work.
