2105025 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items: -
a) Gates -  the gates are awaiting the gold to be painted to match the existing gate, Cllr K Walker and Cllr G Coe are to meet with the contractor on sight on the 26th May at 9 am. Should the gates not be painted to a suitable standard Cllr J McClune has composed a letter to be sent to Derek Lewis.
b) Cllr J McClune thanked Cllr G Coe for all is efforts at the cemetery as he reported the cemetery was looking fabulous.
c) Cllr G Coe reported that the top soil had been delivered and put down by rent a cut. He asked if the flower beds wanted replanting this year and all the councillors were in favour. Cllr G Coe is to look into the costs of having a small lockup on site so he can keep all his tools and equipment there. He will also ask Rent a cut to quote for moving the spoil heap to nearer the gate.
2105026 Reports from councillors:  - Cllr J Fagen reported that there were continuing incidents on Harrison drive that weren’t being addressed by BDC or the police. Residents had asked if they could fence it off but they were informed as it was council land and a public right of way this cannot happen.
