porch with pitched roof.  Replacement of existing garage with oak framed open (single bay), store room to rear and log store to side.  Install balcony (oak framed) to rear of property, allowing access from rear bedroom (first floor).  Councillors had listened to comments made and after a short discussion agreed to Support this application.

To support the forthcoming application by Ashford Borough Council to the Planning 
Inspectorate 
to regularise the exchange of land that took place for the Village Green in 
1995 (by Woodland View).  This decision had been deferred from the last meeting.  Members of

In view of these and Jennifer 
Shaw's comments, and after a long discussion, it was agreed not to support the application at 
this stage  but to hold a public meeting in the main hall to which the parishioners would be 
invited, via the Outlook on Oxney, to attend and give the Council their views on the application.
