Councillor Burns due to family illness was unable to attend. It was agreed to hold back the meeting until after the next Parish Council meeting.
Councillor Mrs Haddow had reported that the roof to the shed was in need of urgent repair. She had this in hand.

County Councillor Thorne was present and he gave an update on the resurfacing of Grange Road and repairs to the Hampeth Road.
Councillor Mrs Lewis wanted it recorded that The Chair and Vice Chair be commended for the hours of work they had put in to keep Grange Road open during resurfacing.
Councillors Scott and Elliott raised the issue of road markings for the bus stop on North Side.
Councillor Aitchison raised the issue of new windows for the Haven. Councillor Thorne agreed to speak to Simon Crossthwaite.
Lighting at The Haven was also an issue as some areas were pitch black.
The Garages on Lee Avenue had been reported by Councillor Mrs Haddow. Did they pose a Health Risk as people were sleeping in cars and youth were congregating. Also there was a suspicion of asbestos. Councillor Thorne would take this forward
The footpath to the rear of the Sports Club was a disgrace with rubbish and overhanging branches. Councillor Thorne would investigate.
The Chair thanked Councillor Thorne for his continued commitment to this village. He knew he tried his best, but Councillors had to realise that there were other County Councillors competing for the same pot of money for projects and repairs in their own areas.
