Climate Change Presentation by Cllr Allan Wilson, Vice Chairman, SALC

Cllr Allan Wilson gave a short presentation on climate change to the meeting, presentation slides attached (appendix a). Cllr Wilson informed the meeting that over the last 11000 years the level of CO2 (carbon), had increased in the earth’s atmosphere, which has a warming effect, resulting in the planet getting hotter and a threat to life on this planet.  Cllr Wilson urged people to look at individual carbon footprints and signposted members to the following website: https://zerocarbonshropshire.org/  Cllr Wilson referred to a grant available from the Marches Growth Hub, to apply for towards renewable energy: https://www.marchesgrowthhub.co.uk/directory/v/-328, the grant is limited to certain bodies, criteria is given on their website.
