1. Apologies
Cllr L Scott

2. Agree notes of previous meeting:
The meeting notes of 19th April 2017 were agreed and accepted.

3. Receive feedback reports from any informal meetings     
The last informal meeting was just prior to the last formal meeting on 19th April.
A presentation was provided by Mr I Scott, Heritage officer for Nottingham. 
2 key issues were highlighted around whether Breckland had the following:
1 – Heritage Appraisal
2 – Register of properties at risk
Following this Mr Wickerson spoke with Andrew Gayton, Breckland Heritage 
Officer who confirmed that neither reports had been commissioned by 
Breckland. Mr Gayton has offered to work with the Topic Group to present a 
request to Breckland to start this process. 
The last formal group meeting recommended the resurrection of the 20:20 vision, a concept originally created by the Swaffham Business Forum. Mr Wickerson has since spoken with the Town Clerk about the possibility of speaking with Susan Heinrick, Breckland Neighbourhood Planning Consultant to see whether the 20:20 concept could be adopted into the Neighbourhood Plan in its current form or with adjustments.

Mr Wickerson agreed to circulate the latest report from Cllr L Scott to the group.

4. Topic and land use: consider town map & Local Plan. (available at the Group meeting)
The Town Map and Town Centre additional map with tracing paper was handed out at the last formal meeting. 
Cllr Scott will be approaching the group to arrange an informal meeting shortly to work on the map ahead of the next formal meeting.

Neighbourhood Plan funding - the Town Clerk gave a brief update on the Consultant and the current tranche of grants being applied for including drawing down the S106 monies from Milngate, circa £20k which will hopefully be sufficient to complete the Neighbourhood Plan.

Breckland Local Plan - Cllr P Darby provided an update on the progress of  Local Plan; now in its final stages the public consultation is due in the next few weeks. The Council are aiming for a Spring delivery. The Town clerk agreed to circulate a link to the Local Plan once available.

Town & Parish Presentation – The Town Clerk & Deputy Clerk attended a presentation recently; a key point to note was that there is an Infrastructure Implementation update to be prepared, something that al towns are keen on.

Market Town Survey – Mr Wickerson advised he had spoken with NCC Cllr Ed Colman and raised concern regarding a recent EDP article which highlighted NCC providing funding for market towns to undertake a survey. Swaffham, alongside a number of other east Norfolk Market Towns had been left off this funding allocation and Mr Wickerson had impressed on Cllr Colman the need to have this amended and to include Swaffham. 

Mr Wickerson agreed to circulate the EDP article to the group for information.

5. Evidence Base: note reports/data/maps & requirements.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cllr Bartram and the Town Clerk shared the progress the Business & 
Employment Group had made with the agreement to a survey for local 
businesses. This would be share via the online company survey monkey as well 
as paper based surveys to be circulated.
Concern was raised regarding all the groups issuing separate surveys at 
separate times with the possibility of survey fatigue affecting the last survey 
being issued.  
It was recognised that the groups were not all at the same place and were not 
ready a yet to create a survey. 
The concerns raised would be addressed at the next Chairs & Vice Chairs 
meeting on Tuesday 30th May; prior to the monthly Planning Committee meeting.
