Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting
on the 14th July at 7:30pm
Wroxeter and Uppington Cricket Club

In attendance:   Councillor S Coleman (Shropshire Council), Mr A Gough (Clerk) and 6 members        of the public.
     
1. PUBLIC SESSION
      A school prom had taken place at Wroxeter Hotel which had caused issues for residents in respect of parking by those who were dropping off young people at the venue. Cars turned on private land, and vehicles blocked the pavement. Parked cars also meant that residents had problems getting into, and out of, Wroxeter. There were also issues with noise. Conversations had taken place with the management of the hotel to try and resolve these issues if the hotel is to continue to be a venue for school proms. 

      The management of the hotel have suggested erecting signs to divert vehicles around the village and have one road in and one road out. Residents felt that this suggestion would not work and felt that the hotel should have a system where vehicles arrive at a set time, drops off the young person(s) and then leaves. Residents would also like a point of contact at the hotel when events are taking place so they can raise any concerns, and hopefully they can be dealt with quickly. It was RESOLVED that Councillor Nelson would meet with the manager at the hotel, to discuss what arrangements could be put in place for future events at the hotel to ensure there is not a repetition of the traffic problems that residents had to suffer.   

      Brookside – Access Lane 
      Councillor Nelson had received a cost from Housing Plus for the resurfacing of the access lane at Brookside. It would cost approximately £120,000. At a previous meeting with residents from Brookside it was noted that all costs for works on the rear access lane would be divided and charged equally to all 12 properties. However, for legal/contractual reasons, the tenants in the rented properties may not have to pay the full share themselves and HPG would make up the difference. All private residents will need to contribute 1/12th of the costs of any additional major works whether for "essential" works or other mutually agreed elected works.

      Residents suggested that they could undertake the cutting back of bushes and trees on the lane at no cost but ask Housing Plus to reduce any payments the residents make. A resident also presented the Parish Council with a note asking for some clarity on how the money residents had previously paid had been used. As the Councillors had not had sight of the note prior to the meeting it was RESOLVED that the Clerk would make some enquiries regarding what the resident wanted to know and report to the next meeting of the Parish Council.  

1. TO RECEIVE APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
            No Apologies. However, it is likely that Councillor Rowlands will be a long-term absentee due     to health issues. No apologies were received from Cllr. Millington.

4. Brookside sewage plant – It was RESOLVED that Councillor Nelson would write to residents about the sewage plant and the access road.  

4. Interest Bank Account – In the 2024/25 audit the auditor suggested that the Parish Council look at putting some of its reserves into an interest account to earn some interest on its general funds. The Clerk had made enquiries with other Parish Councils and given the interest rates, and the small amount of money that the Parish Council could put into the account, the amount of interest would be very small. Therefore, it was RESOLVED not to pursue the interest account.  

4. Audit 2025/26 – The auditor had informed the Clerk that she would be retiring in November but would be happy to continue to undertake the audit for the Council if needed. The Parish Council RESOLVED to ask the Clerk to contact the auditor and ask her to continue to undertake the audit for the Council.      

1. REPORT FROM SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR 
            The National Trust had resubmitted its planning application for the Outdoor Hub at Atcham. Cllr Coleman encouraged the Parish Council to continue to comment and make its views known particularly about the traffic concerns at Norton Crossroads. She stated that the crossroads has been designated as a priority traffic cluster area by Shropshire Council which should help in getting some resources to address the concerns about the junction. 
 
            The Parish Council is also developing a bid for VARs at the junction. The bid will be submitted to the Office of the PCC to purchase two signs for the junction. The Parish Council agreed to make a small contribution to the overall cost of the cameras, and their installation, as part of the bid. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk would complete the bid and send it to Cllr. Amos for signing. It will then be forwarded to the PCC.
