Those present Councillors Gordon Mowatt (Chair), Diana Preston & Phil Webber with Helen Parr (EDDC) also Carol Miltenburg (Clerk).


MINUTES

1. No apologies for absence were received.  No declaration of interests in items in this meeting were made.

2. The meetings held on August 14th, 2025 were confirmed and signed by the Chair.  Proposed DP seconded PW.

3. Matters arising from the previous minutes. 
Website & e mail addresses - not all the members have managed to adopt the new address yet.  Clerk to resend log-in information. 
New Councillors – mail shot etc. Having reviewed possible methods of delivery it was resolved that a direct post of a flier was the most economic way of contacting residents. Proposed DP seconded PW.  Clerk to arrange as soon as possible.
Noticeboards – Clerk is meeting Chair to identify locations shortly.

4. Reports. Cllr Helen Parr reported on the local government review and its effect on East Devon and the various options that are being considered. The area is required to build 500 new homes within the next 5 years of which 250 will be on brown field sites.  Cllr Mowatt reported on the Widworthy Community Fund

5. Public Forum – none present.

6. Highway Matters.  
A35 updates – Clerk to contact Route Manager for updates. 
Threeways water leak.  Neither DCC or SWW acknowledge responsibility for this water leak.  Clerk to contact SWW and DCC to try to get them to resolve the matter. 
Footway at Schoolhouses.  Neither DCC or National Highways acknowledge responsibility for this section of footpath.  As a result it is now overgrown.  The Council have been trying to resolve this since 2016 without success.  Clerk to contact a contractor and get a quote to do the work.  Proposed DP seconded PW.
Broken gateway on footpath adj to The Firs.  Clerk has contacted DCC and this will be repaired shortly by DCC.

7. Planning Applications & updates.  Clerk to chase Planning Inspectorate re the unapproved entrance on the A35.

8. Finance – Payments to be made none.  Payments received EDDC £3750.00 precept.  The bank statements were available for viewing.  
New computer -it was agreed to purchase a new laptop computer for the council.  The present one was bought in 2016 and will not be compliant for the forthcoming Windows 11 upgrade.  It was agreed that the Clerk can purchase one to the value of £500.  Proposed PW seconded DP.

9. Emergency Planning /Community Participation. 
Emergency plan. Clerk to prioritise this in order to obtain a grant for a storage container.
Sandbags – no new ones are required.  Clerk to advise EDDC.
Defibrillator – It was agreed to run a CPR course in conjunction with the Widworthy Community Fund in the future.
