1. A442: the Chairman suspended the meeting and invited Parishioners to raise their concerns over the speed of traffic on the road. A variety of speakers raised their concerns over speed, dangerous driving, the need for enforcement, how the situation has deteriorated over the last six months, the need for better enforcement, difficulties in crossing the road, abusive drivers, and speed camera. Several members added their voices of concern that echoed the sentiments of Parishioners who were encouraged to form a campaign group around the speeding issues.
