DCM kindly donated 3 tyres for the multi-play area, Sam is preparing the woodwork for the new tyres to be put on, meanwhile the old tyres are still on place. Cllr Newton to set up a working party. DPC would like to thank DCM tyres for their kind and generous donation.
-The bench near to the Tennis court was removed last year as it was considered dangerous. Cllr Newton suggested that it be replaced and that a memorial plaque for Doreen should be put on this bench.
