Approval of the Parish Council Meeting Minutes - The minutes
of the Parish Council Meeting held on 28" January 2026 were
approved and signed by Mr Greenwood.

There
have been 2 near misses at the top of the hill in Beaumont,
outside Hill Top Cottage and Church Farm from tractors failing to
stop.

Ward Councillor’s Report

TROs - Mr Allison circulated a report from a meeting he attended
with Sophie Wilkinson regarding the Traffic Regulations Order
proposals in Dalston. (Appendix 1). Mr Allison did not submit
Beaumont’s proposal, produced by Mr Cleminson, until it was
discussed at the PC meeting. Mr Allison put forward his
reservations that the PC needs to narrow down the proposals to
one main route. Mr Cleminson to focus on the part of the proposal
for the road which runs from Beaumont to Kirkandrews and to
highlight the fact toilets have been provided due to the high
number of walkers using the road. Mr Cleminson to send the
amended proposal onto Mr Allison to submit to Sophie. Mr
Greenwood thanked Mr Cleminson for all his hard work on this
proposal.

Speed Indicator Device — Mr Allison suggested the PC consider
the purchase of a vehicle registration number recognition device
to replace the one we have in Monkhill as it will discourage people
from speeding. This device replaces the need for speed watch
schemes and also picks up those whose cars are not taxed or
without a mot. The data goes to the PCSO and the police send a
letter to the worst offenders. The data is collated over a 6 to 12
month period before action is taken. It identifies the regular
speeders and gives people the opportunity to slow down. Mr
Allison has funding available that the PC can apply for, towards
the cost of the device.

Field 6065 — Mr Allison asked for an update on Field 6065 in
Monkhill. Mr Greenwood explained it is still the same, no action or
enforcement has been carried out and none of the conditions
have been met.

All agreed for Mr Greenwood to obtain 3
quotes. There is also funds available for any other projects. Mrs
Irving suggested replacing/fixing finger posts to point to the tracks
and to advertise local walks.

Parish Council Branding — Mr Cleminson has created a design
for the PC branding. All agreed to go forward with the design and
Mr Cleminson is to publish it onto the website with an explanation
of the design and to add it to the Clerk’s signature and the
noticeboards. Mr Greenwood suggested getting a quote for a new
noticeboard for Beaumont and to ask Mrs Beattie if it would be
possible to put the new noticeboard on the other side of the
Church noticeboard.
