Public Session 
1 The Chair welcomed all Councillors and the 10 members of the public present to the Meeting, which was opened at 7:30pm
Mr Stuart Thomas, from Berrys, attended the Meeting in order to inform Councillors of the intention of his clients to submit a planning pre-application for a small residential development in Woodseaves.  Woodseaves was identified as a potential preferred site allocation for the SAMDev process.  The five dwellings would be open market housing.  A contribution would be made to 1 affordable home in the parish.  The site is 4.5 acres in total.  Councillors noted the intention to submit.  The Chair expressed concerns over access to Sydnal Lane from the A529 and commented that any development plans would be subject to approval from Highways.
Mr Hobbs from Sutton Lane expressed concerns over an application to build 3 open market dwellings in Sutton Lane.  He informed Councillors that neighbours had submitted objections online to the application.  The site comprises 6 acres in total.  Concerns are over insufficient sewerage/water/infrastructure capacity and future development of another plot behind the proposed site.  All applications would be subject to surveys and approval from Severn Trent, Environmental Health, Highways etc.  Approval for new developments would not be given if capacity insufficient or if Highways refuse on safety grounds for example.
2 Report from the Chair

The Chair gave his year end summary.   

3 Cllr Davies reported that Shropshire Council has continued to provide public services under continuing difficult circumstances.  A further £40m of cuts must be found.  There has been a considerable reduction in staff and compulsory redundancies. Assets such as Shirehall will be sold.  The planned University for Shropshire is going ahead.  Cllr Davies gave a brief précis of his work on the Licensing and Pensions committees and gave an update on the 5 year shortfall in housing land supply which brings into force the NPPF which will over-ride  planning policy until a supply can be demonstrated.  
There being no other public present the Meeting was closed at 7:55pm.
