2. The Minutes of Meeting No. 9 on 12th May 2015 were approved with no amendments.
3. There were no declarations of interest, based on the contents of the Agenda.
4. Updates on tasks:
a/b.Web and Facebook: The Parish Council Web Site NP page has now been linked from the NPG Facebook page.   We will also implement a link from the Web Site to the Facebook page.  MH to inform SG which files are needed for transferring to the webpage.  The Facebook site has now been amended to enable moderators to monitor posts.  Clear guidelines of what is deemed unacceptable content will be shown.
c. May Fair: Although only about 30 people came and left comments, many village residents walked past, so that the NP has become more visible in the village.  It was a useful consultation.
5. Collating the findings:  The question to be asked of the Working Group is “What do we want to achieve” for the NP?  Each member was asked to name one thing.  The results were GP Practice, Enhanced Health Facilities, sustain village as is, and grow sensibly to maintain the village and community. Several members also wished to grow to maintain the village with rentals for locals with a link. Finally that this all depends on the development boundary.
