From the Clock Tower, face the
Guildhall and then turn right
along Barrow St. towards
Broseley. Just past Forester Ave,, a
fingerpost directs you to turn
right, on the footpath that joins
Walton Ave. @

Go down a narrow alley into the
Walton estate, turn left up the
road to the top and then
between numbers 16 and 18 turn
left along a narrow path,
through a kissing-gate. @

Climb up, and to the right, to the
top of Walton Hill. €

(If you fancy a diversion - or a rest
- abench to the right gives a
pleasant view of the town.)

Go through the kissing-gate, and
along the left-hand side of the
field. Follow the hedgerow until the
path reaches Merrywell Lane. @)

Open a large farm gate, and turn
right down the road, being careful

to keep to the side (traffic on the
road can be heavy and fast). After
about 300m, turn right through
two large farm gates. &

Follow the path between the trees,
and then along the left-hand side
of the field, leading back to the
estate and Walton Avenue. @

Follow the road down to Barrow
