Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 9th November 2021 at 5.00pm

211101 [bookmark: _GoBack]Declarations of Interest. -  Cllr D Hamilton disclosed an interest in Service level agreement – Carlton Youth Club. Cllr Hamilton will be involved with the discussion but will not vote.
211102 Minutes of previous meetings passed as a true record. – The minutes were proposed by Cllr K Walker and seconded by Cllr G Coe.
211103 Matters arising from minutes -  Cllr D Hamilton asked if we had heard anything regarding the lack of appointments available for parishioners at Langold Doctors Surgery. Cllr G Coe commented that he himself had not had any issues getting an appointment recently but was aware of previous complaints from parishioners. A Lilley will contact Scott Carlton to see if he has had any information back form Lakeside surgery.
211104 Any nominations and applications for Hodsock/ Langold – No Vacancies
211105 Police report – it was reported that crime was on the increase since lockdown had been relaxed. They reported that the PCSO ‘s had been focused around Carlton recently due to the spate of crime in the area. However, arrests had been made and so now PCSO ‘s time can be allocated to Langold. It was reported that there were a number of new Police Officers in the area. Cllr D Jackson asked what was to be done to stop the youth offending, he stated that in his opinion there wasn’t enough for the youngsters to do in the area and that things like boxing clubs, football, youth clubs should be brought back. However, the police did report that unfortunately the youth crime is being done by youths who wouldn’t attend such clubs and that it has been known that youths offend when they leave the clubs in the evening. Cllr D Jackson went onto state that it was paramount that the ‘cause’ of the offending be looked into.

211106 Planning applications – Development off Chestnut Rd/ Doncaster Rd – responses sent it. -  all councillors sent in their comments and Clerk A Lilley asked them to consult the neighbourhood plan that was in place. K Walker stated that she had been upset to find that Bassetlaw District Council had lied about the number of houses that Central government had dictated to be built in the ‘Local Plan’. Cllr K Walker made reference to MP Brendan Clarke Smith’s question to Boris Johnson in Parliament. Boris Johnson replied that only 4000 houses had been required. Cllr G Freeman replied that this was a lie and that central government ha dictated the 10000 houses not Bassetlaw District Council.
211107 Planning Decisions – see above
211108 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items: -
a) Water Leak – been assessed and hopefully sorted -  G Coe and D Jackson have isolated the tap in the cemetery which hopefully has stopped the leak
b) Trees – have been cut back as per last meeting. -  M G Oates has attended and cut the trees back.
c) Cllr K Walker reported that she had had parishioners commenting on how beautiful the cemetery was looking.
d) Cllr G Coe and Cllr K Walker are to look into the costings of having a lock up in the cemetery.
211109 Reports from councillors:  - 
2111010 Village Matters – 
a) Football field – Cllr T Wells reported that he had been in contact with S Wormald and R Leggett both of whom are looking into the prospect of an asset transfer of the football field.
b) Cenotaph repair – the parish council were all in agreement that they would pay for the granite required to repair the cenotaph before remembrance Sunday.
2111011 Youth Issues – Service level agreement Carlton Youth club – info e mailed around already -  A discussion took place with reference to the account information and e mail from S Scawthorne. The council discussed the fact that just under 50% of the attendees came from Langold and as it was a club for the younger children in the area that it may have an impact crime in the area in the future. A proposal was put to the council – do they wish to make a donation to the club, a vote was taken and 5 were for 2 against and 1 couldn’t vote due to disclosing an interest. The next proposal was from Cllr T Wells regarding the level of funding to be given, he proposed £1000 which all the councillors who voted for giving a donation in the first vote were in agreement with.
