· Ongoing planning pressures linked to large developments in nearby areas such as Charminster.
· Concerns regarding infrastructure, flooding, and cumulative development impacts.

Burial Ground 
· Ongoing issues regarding records and burial processes were discussed.
· Need identified for a clearer allocation of responsibilities and improved record keeping (including grave mapping and payment tracking). 
· A contract for bins to been provided in the burial ground has been arranged by Paul Ralph. This is a new service which needs to be closely monitored to ensure there is no abuse of the service provided. 
· New Chair needs to be appointed
Resolved:

· Steve Beresford to be approached re taking on position of Chair. Alternative is that Jacqui Bolt takes on this role and Helen Brown takes on the Chair position of Footpaths and Environment. 
· Current bin situation to be assessed and reported back to Council

Car Park (LP)	
· Wheelchair-accessible picnic table has been ordered and installation planned. 
· Investigation needs to take place into terms of the Joju contract (Electric Car Charging point) which the previous Clerk set up. Clerk to discuss contract with LP.
