The Parish Council object to this application for the following reasons:-




1)  The proposed sign is unnecessary and unwanted in the village.

2)  Objections have been received from residents and there is a strong feeling that the sign, which will be prominent on the entrance to the village, is branding the village as ‘Arthingworth Estate’.
3)  The sign gives unnecessary importance to a single landowner for their private cricket pitch which is not a separate address and not available for public use and is not a business or club.




4)  The sign is out of keeping with the surrounding area of the village.
5)  The sign is situated alongside a track which is still subject of a planning application not yet approved. This sign indicates (and could confuse and distract) that the track is a formal, legitimate entrance.
Without prejudice to the above, in the event of permission being granted could the planning authority ensure conditions are put in place to ensure there are no further signs, flags, banners, adverts or other such items added alongside or nearby this sign.
