FOOD FOR THOUGHT

“Let me be as gold”

In the current TV series “The Gold” about the Brinks Mat robbery, there
is a scene where the stolen pure gold is smelted and mixed with other
metals. For the gold is too pure to sell on the open market, but when
mixed with other metals its true value can be disguised.

There’s something sad in that scene, not just in seeing such pure gold
being tarnished by sheer human greed, but in the impact on the lives of
those involved in that robbery. For the life they hoped for from that theft
doesn’t become reality. Something beautiful, rather like Paradise Lost, is
destroyed and tarnished; not just the gold, in but human lives wasted.
Isn’t that true for so much in the world, in our lives? Just look around.
How easily we tarnish God’s good gifts, the beauty of this planet we
share and the potential of each human life?

This season of Lent started with the story of Jesus’ temptation in the
desert where the mettle of his character and calling was thoroughly
tested, smelted if you like. In the cauldron of those days in the
wilderness when the sense of hunger was real, the shortcuts to self-
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serving power, wealth and significance were seductively laid before him.
Yet as Jesus resists the temptation for these things to divert the course
of his life and mission, what emerges from this desert smelting is a life
that is like pure, untarnished gold.

What is the point of giving up things for Lent? Giving up something like
chocolate may help us shed a few pounds (in weight & money!). Yet is
this not in fact a time when God calls us to shed much more, to let him
smelt our lives, so that the true gold in our hearts may emerge? Is this
not a time when we allow God to help us let go of those unhelpful habits,
attitudes and behaviours, that may bind us preventing us from living
fruitfully as he always intended us to live? Will we let God purify our
hearts so we may be as gold?

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LOWER HALSTOW PRIMARY SCHOOL

Term 4 has seen the first signs of Spring appear and all
the activities that take place at this time of year. The
whole school enjoyed the annual Pancake Races that
took place on Shrove Tuesday. The children competed
against one another in their House Teams. The children
gradually mastered flipping and running simultaneously!
A few pancakes were lost on the way, however Hever House were
crowned winners at the end of the afternoon having won the most
races.

Mrs Saxton took a group of Key Stage 2 children to Belmont House in
Faversham where they helped to plant trees and Aeoniums. They also
enjoyed getting lost in the maze and exploring the grounds in which they
found a 500 year old Yew tree! They will be returning later on in the year
to see how their plants and trees are progressing as well as assisting
the gardeners more around the grounds.

This term Year 5 started their block of 12 swimming sessions at
Sheerness Swimming Pool.

The week ended with a whole school Book Quiz in which
representatives from each house went head to head to be the speediest
at answering questions about texts that they had studied in class. We
had some brilliant costumes on World Book Day which included Mary
Poppins, several Harry Potters and a great Gangster Granny to name
just a few.

We still have lots of events planned for the last 3 weeks left of the term

including Science Week, class assemblies, trips and various Easter
activities so we have a busy time ahead.
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Year 3, Maple Class feature:

Maple Class have had a superb term. Our Roman Britain topic got off to
a great start with a Roman workshop visit from Roz at Maidstone
museum. The children enjoyed studying the Roman objects and using
their skills of historical deduction to infer what they may have been used
for. They also reasoned whether they were replica items or historical
artefacts.

Lily commented 'l learnt that the Roman army always started
marching with their right hand first because it was bad luck to start on
the left'.

Ben said 'l enjoyed learning about the games the Roman children
played like 'knucklebone”.

We are currently designing and creating our own Roman shields ready
to simulate the battle formations that made the Roman army so
successful! All this work will culminate in an assembly to the parents to
Share the children's learning this term - we can't wait!
