86/2014: Planning:
A planning application has been received for an extension to Sandy Lane Cottage. The Councillors had responded with no objection.
An appeal has been launched against the refusal of planning permission at Bakehouse Yard. The Council decided that the original comments should stand. The Parish Council has no role in the appeal process.

Mr. Smith at Laburnam Cottage, Sandy Lane, has applied for permission from the Caravan Club to have a maximum of five touring caravans on his land, staying not more than 28 days. The Council is not asked to comment.
The Chairman said it is important to understand that comments on planning applications need to be relevant. A list of what is considered relevant can be found on the Shropshire Council Planning website.

Mathew Mead said that while Shropshire Council’s Samdev Policy was not fully approved, it was now generally accepted. An appeal against the refusal of a village development has recently been turned down with costs against the appellant. However this is not a precedent.
