Cllr Lawrence and Cllr Penfold reported about new arrangements for the authority.  374 members, 25 officers, aim to share the services.  There will be a shadow council participating from now to next April.   Concern about Councils having to become Group Councils has been expressed but this should not be a concern.  The new arrangements will effect more town councils with assets.   By the end of March details of the new council tax will be available.  There will be one body looking at Grants.
