4.1)The Council unanimously agreed to oppose the proposal by Legal & General to build 150 houses at the 
Norton Ash (Wyevale) Garden Centre Site.

4.2) The Chairman thanked Cllr. Steel for providing a report by a consultant concerning the Swale Draft 
Local Plan.


The Council  discussed the Swale Draft Local Plan in relation to the Wyevale site and concluded that at this 
stage there was little immediate danger of the site being allocated for housing use in the current issue. It was 
accepted that there could be a possibility of the site being added at Enquiry if the Plan were found to be 
unsound in view of the understatement of home building in the plan when compared with the NPPF 
dictates. It was felt that there were more likely sites to be added and that the Wyevale site would have 
problems concerning 'sustainability'. 


It was decided not to submit a comment in the current consultation period for the Swale Draft Local Plan, 
unless some pressing reason were raised by the consultant. In this case the Council agreed that Cllrs. Trim 
and Steel would make the submission on the Council's behalf.

It was felt that  a close watch should be kept on future developments such as the Enquiry, and there was  
always the possibility of a planning application being made regardless of the proceedings of the Swale 
Local Plan.
