Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday,

1.17. Welcome and Public Session.
Cllr K Newby formally opened the public session and welcomed four Parishioners and members to the meeting and invited comments from the public gallery. Three areas of interest were raised. The first related to the land previously walked as a bridle way from Ollerton to Peplow, the owner had put up notices and fencing to restrict public access. The second related to the delay being experienced in the determination of the planning application at The Paddocks on Warrant Road. It was agreed to pursue two avenues of enquiry one by Councillor Mrs K Calder and one by the Clerk. The final point raised was that relating to the Parish Council’s position on the access track at the proposed poultry units in Ollerton, Parishioners were reminded that this item was to be discussed later on the agenda. The Chairman thanked all present for their contribution and closed the public session. 
2.17. Apologies for absence.
Cllr P Waters (work commitments), Cllr R Wright (prior engagement), Cllr P Farmer (work commitments), and Nicola Fisher (Council commitments).
3.17. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest.
None declared.
4.17. To approve the minutes of the meetings, 14th December 2016.

Cllr Mrs S Bartram proposed and Cllr Mrs S Birchall seconded that the minutes of the 14th December 2016 were a true and accurate record of the meeting.  The minutes were unanimously agreed; the Chairman then signed the minutes. 
5.17. Matters arising from the minutes.
1. Warrant Road.

The problems of Warrant Road were again raised particularly as they relate to the lack of street lighting, the speed of vehicles and no weight restrictions on the bridge. Members felt the best way forward would be a traffic report to build up an evidence base of technical information for changes to the road particularly as the additional development already with permission would bring about added pressure to the infrastructure.

2. A.R. Richards site.
Concerns were raised again about the site which Cllr Mrs K Calder agreed to follow up.

3. Roaming packs of dogs.

Concerns were raised about roaming packs of dogs on open land around Dutton Close; Cllr Mrs W Eley agreed to contribute an article to the next newsletter about the problem.
4. Land at Wistanswick.
The Parish Council agreed that Cllr K Newby make approaches to the Land Registry to register the ‘old tip’ at Wistanswick in the Parish Council’s name using the evidence from the minute books.
5. Langley Dale Play area.

The Parish Councils view on the land at Langley Dale had been passed back to Shropshire; the most likely development for the site would be a single property for local need through a Housing Association.
6. External Notice Board, Riverside Drive Bus Shelter.

The notice board is on order.
7. Grant Finder search.

This piece of work has been completed the details of which will be made available to groups within the Parish.

6.17. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

The Parish Council received an update from the recent visit to the barracks. Particular reference was made in response to the visit with a focus on the potential of mixed use development for marketing purposes. The site could also respond positivity to the potential economic situation in terms of Shropshire unique character for example green renewable energy, medical research technologies. These types of industries would need to be explored with the Local Enterprise Partnership across The Marches. 
7.17. Neighbourhood Plan update
Members heard from representatives of the working group about the progress being made with the Neighbourhood Plan. The hundred forms had been reached and the £50 draw would be made at the end of the meeting. Outstanding information would be handled and then assembled by Cllr Mrs S Bartram and Cllr R Wright by the 13/2/17, the document proofing would then take place on the 17/2/17 with the final first draft completed to discuss with the consultant on the 23/2/17.
8.17. Cemetery developments

The gates have been completed at the site. The Parish Council agreed that Market Drayton Town Council be contacted again for more of an in depth briefing on the requirements for a cemetery. It was also agreed that the same request be made of SALC and Councillor Mrs K Calder agreed to raise the same question with Shropshire and report back.
9.17. Highway Maintenance
The Warrant Road bridge potholes had again appeared as the repair needed to be more substantial.
10.17. Financial Matters:

2. Parish Precept 17/18:

Members received a verbal update on the budget present position. Cllr P Butters proposed and Cllr Mrs W Eley seconded that the precept be set at £14,000.00 in order to create a reserve fund. On being put to the vote, three members voted in favour, two voted against and two abstained. The proposition was therefore carried.
11.17. Planning Issues:  
1. 16/05673/FUL: Proposed Poultry Units Ollerton, formation of a revised track.
After due discussion and the suspension of standing orders several times to allow Parishioners to have a say the following resolution was unanimously agreed. 
In considering the application for a revised access track members were minded not to support the application until condition 7 is in place (passing places on the Stoke on Tern to Ollerton Road) as any additional construction on the site would have a material impacted upon the said road, the property fronting the road and the community as a whole.
2. SC/00284/17 TPO 2017 Gallantry House, Stoke Heath. The Parish Council raised no objections to the Tree Preservation Order (TPO).
12.17. Correspondence. 
1. Lilac Cottage, Stoke Heath: A local Parishioner had enquired of the Parish Council there likely stance on a single self build dwelling at the side of the property for their son. Members indicated that an open market dwelling would be objected to and the Parishioner should consider the route of an affordable local needs single property.
2. Shropshire Council had approached the Parish Council about taking over local amenity land; details of sites would be brought to the next meeting for consideration.
3. The Parish Council agreed to a request from the Clerk to attend some SALC training on the management of volunteers in view of the development of the Community Champions pilot evolving within a number of areas.

4. Partial Review of the Shropshire Local Plan: this discussion document had been circulated and members agreed to have the subject as an agenda item at the next meeting.

5. Bridleway addition from Ollerton Lodge to Peplow Chapel. The application had been formally registered with Shropshire Council and the Rights of Way Officer for the area would be contacting the Clerk in due course.

6. A search and potential project funding profile is underway with reference to the Pound at Ollerton.

13.17. Parish Matters and Actions.
1. Car parking by the school, road needs attention, contact Highways.
2.  Pelem House, Stoke Heath: still no result delayed for further information.
3. Next newsletter is the 10/2/17.
4. Cllr Mrs L Dams undertook to contribute an article for the newsletter.
5. Hatton Lane, Hinstock: a business use appears to be underway with caravans and sheds appearing at the site just pasted Brook house. Agreed that the problem is reported to Enforcement at Shropshire.
6. Newsletter delivery in Eaton upon Tern: the Clerk to contact the Community Champions with reference to delivery.
7. Hodnet Compassionate Communities:  Councillor Mrs K Calder circulation information on the project supported through Hodnet Medical Centre and the Severn Hospice.
8. A list of dates for the municipal year 2017 to 2018 to be tabled at the next meeting for consideration.
